The Continental baseball League


The Continental Baseball league consists of 8 teams that play a 154 game schedule. Not as well known as its competitor, Major League baseball, the league determines its league champion by statistical methods as opposed to playoffs. Perhaps this is why it has not been as popular as its rival.

Its first award is for its MVP. This is determined by a formula calculating a total number of MVP points. Homeruns count as 4 points, triples as 3, doubles as 2 and singles as 1. In addition, walks count as .75, steals as .5 as well as sacrifices. Errors are –3 (negative 3). Pitchers have their own award.

The statistical  information for each player is held within CBL.xlsx although this is duplicated in an access data base if need arrived.
Several awards need to be determined. The first one – who was the home run champ. Show the top 10 home run hitters
Next,determine the league MVP. Show the top 10 MVP points players.

Then, while you have it, change the New York Highlanders name to a more recent moniker.

Now, to find the League champion, who wins the prestigious Rauer Cup (named for its first statistician), determine the team that has the highest total MVP total. Who is the  winner of the Prestigious Rauer Cup?

The final award, the Art Vandelay award, goes to the team with the highest number of homeruns.
